The meeting was called to order by President Williams.  A motion was made to dispense with the reading of the minutes. 


Committee Reports:


Steve Pigg reported for the Futurity committee.  Sixteen stallions have nominated to the Futurity and several more are interested and may participate.  Information is on the web site and facebook.


Tommy Lee Andrus reported for the Dixie National committee.  The committee is in the process of planning for 2012.  The Trade Show vendor contracts have been mailed.  The announcers are hired.  Judges are being contacted.  There will be a new secretary next year.


Aprille Watts reported for the Youth committee.  They are preparing for Youth World.  Claire Cornett is in Ft. Worth getting ready for everyone.  There are fourteen youth on the team.  She handed out Fall Classic showbills.  There will be a 4D Barrel race with $500 added.  A flat rate entry fee of $200 will be available.  She asked for volunteers to help at the show and passed out a worker sign-up sheet.  She encouraged members to invite people to attend.  The committee is making plans for NYATT.


Cathy Cook reported for the Amateur committee.  They are working on the December show.  There will be 6 judges with a flat rate fee available.  Christy Harris resigned and Regina Williams was elected as 1st Vice President.


George Kane reported for the Spring Show committee.  He asked the Board for a committee to contact LQHA and see if a joint show program could be arranged.  He asked President Williams to appoint Tom McBeath and Mr. Kane as representatives to contact LQHA.  A motion was made that the purposed committee be formed and represent MQHA in talks with LQHA.  Motion passed with none opposed.


Rob  Seal reported for the Membership and Communications committee.  The web site is a work in progress.  There is still old information that needs to be updated.  He asked members to contact him if they found changes that need to be made.  There was a question about Brook Ware’s membership.  He asked the Board to give Brook a free membership for 2011.  A motion was made to give Brook Ware a free membership.  Motion carried with none opposed.  Mr. Seal reminded everyone that memberships are now due November 1st.


David Howell reported for the Cutting committee.  The dates are Feb. 13 and 14.  Judges are being considered.  Youth will be eligible for awards since there will be 4 judges and an alliance show.

Under Old Business, President Williams reported that Byron Switzer and the Rules committee determined that there was not a provision for mid-term election of alternate directors.


Rob Seal reported that the Regional 4H show in Tunica was very successful and many Mississippi youth did very well at the show.


Under New Business, President Williams reported that AQHA was asking affiliates for nominations for Most Valuable Professional Horseman.  Tommy Lee Andrus nominated Tom McBeath.  Vicki Kinsey nominated Mary Hopkins.  A vote was held and Tom McBeath will be the nominated from MQHA.


President Williams asked the Board to consider making a banking change.  He had checked prices and Trustmark and Bankcorp are offering better rates and fees.  A discussion followed.  A motion was made for the Finance committee to look into the situation and make a recommendation.  Motion carried with none opposed.


Tom McBeath asked that Membership committee review the list of Officers and Directors and determine eligibility and remove anyone that is not participating.
