SPECIAL RULES
This contest will be conducted in full accordance with the official show and contest rules of the American Quarter Horse Association as per the latest edition of the rules and amendments adopted subsequent thereto.  Only AQHA registered horses are eligible to show in the AQHA approved classes.

1. The right to settle all questions or disputes incident to the Futurity or quarter horse show is reserved by the Futurity Committee of the Mississippi Quarter Horse Association and exhibitors or other participants therein, as a condition of admission, unqualifiedly consent to such method and agree to be bound thereby.

2. Added Money, Payment Schedules and Rules will be reviewed and determined annually by the Futurity Committee

3. All entries must be postmarked on or before the schedule payment date.  Entries postmarked after that date will be charged late penalties. Entries will be accepted by facsimile machine with credit card payment.  No refunds.  Substitutions will only be allowed in cases of death or injury to the entry and request for substitution must be made by the person making the original entry.  Certification from the attending veterinarian is required.

4. No entries will be processed without payment & complete information including copies of registration papers or breeders certificate & AQHA membership cards (Amateur/Youth when appropriate).  If owner of Non-Pro entry is not the rider, Please State The Relationship.  

5. All entries must be owned by members of the Mississippi Quarter Horse Association.  If not a member at time of entry, include membership dues with entry.  Dues are $20.00

6. Include the name, social security number and address of person to receive the winnings.  Premium checks will not be mailed until office has this information.  All premium checks will be mailed.

7. No stalls will be reserved without payment.  Stalls will be assigned on a first come basis.  No refunds will be made on stall fees for any reason.  The stall office personnel will unlock the stall upon exhibitors arrival.  Stall fees are $55.  Stall bedding may be purchased at the stall office.  Any horse entered not purchasing a stall will be charged a $5.00 grounds fee.

Show packets for futurity entrants will be at the Futurity Show office in the Equine Expo Center.  To avoid long lines and confusion, please pick up packets as early as possible.  Show office will open:

Thursday, Sept. 13 -  12:00 noon.

Friday, Sept. 14 - 7:00 a.m.

Saturday, Sept. 15 - 7:00 a.m.

Sunday, Sept. 16 - 7:00 a.m.

9. Working orders will be posted.  Exhibitors Must Ride In Cuts as drawn. Issuance of a bad check in payment of any fees will result in an automatic drop without refund.

10. All horses entered in the futurity are subject to blood and/or urine specimen testing.  Any owner or agent entering horses in the futurity or AQHA show is consenting to testing for the purpose of determining drug usage.  Positive results will be automatic disqualification with no refunds of entry fees or premium payments.

11. Please park in designated areas only.  Vehicles parked in fire lanes will be towed away (by orders of the Fire Marshal).  No dogs are allowed in the Equine Center.

12. Be advised that MQHA will comply with AQHA rules concerning humane treatment.  Training devices will not be allowed in the Equine Center at any time. Equipment Steward’s ruling on horses and tack eligibility will be final. Please help us comply with AQHA rules on humane treatment.  Report any infraction to Equipment Steward, Stall Security or Show Management.

13. Schedules for riding in the Equine Center will be posted at the show office and arena entrance.
